Das
Juhan Anddes lea veahkkin nana musihkkérjoavku geat geavahit sin harjaneami
ja vasahusaid mo buoremusat heivehit manggalagan musihkkavugiid oktii. Juhdn
Ande ja musihkkarat ¢uojahit ieZzaset vuogi mielde ja seammas vuhtiivaldet luodi
ieSvuodaid nugo geardduheamijavanahallama, ja sin musihkas gullostalla maiddai
rocka ja mailmmimusihka vaikkuhus. Norgga fidjolsuokna lea heivehuvvon
dehdlas oassin jietnagovvii gos luohti gdvnnada norgga albmotmusihkain ja
eksperimentala rockmusihkain. Jietnagova miella rievdd meditiiva vatnaluvvon
luodis lagas movttegis juoigamii ja roahtéd duostilis rock bosademiide.

Johan Anders Bar, fra Karasjok og Magergya, har rgttene solid plantet i den klassiske
tradisjonelle joiken. Han er ogsa blant de fremste i a ta joiken til moderne former og andre
musikksjangere samtidig som joikens saeregne uttrykk beholdes. Han har gjort flere CD
innspillinger og opptradt pa ulike scener i verden.

Pa sin nye CD, Verdde / Guest Friend, stiller Beer med en kompakt combo med musikere
som baerer med seg den beste erfaringen fra mgter mellom musikalske kulturer. Dette er
nykomponert tradisjonell joik i moderne drakt. Baer og musikerne spiller live og gjer det
pa sin egen mate med respekt for bade det repetitive og meditative fra joikens verden,
med tangeringer til rock og verdensmusikk. Den norske fela, samt arv fra eksperimentelle
rockeband, er integrert som viktige elementer i joikens mgte med folkemusikken. Platas
stemninger skifter mellom meditative strekk fra vide vidder til naere smé joikende gyeblikk
og frynsete rocka utblasninger.

Johan Anders Baer, from Karasjok and Mageraya in Northern Norway, is solidly in the
classical Sami yoik singing tradition. He is a master in the art of maintaining the sound and
soul of traditional yoik while blending it with new music forms and styles. He has released
several CDs and performed on different stages around the world, both by his own and in
collaboration with others.

In his new CD, Verdde / Guest Friend, Baer turns up with a compact combo of musicians
who are the carriers of the best traditions in meetings with other music cultures. These are
new compositions of traditional yoik in modern style. Johan Anders and the musicians play
live, and they do it their own way with respect for the repetitive and meditative expression
from the realm of yoik, with a touch from rock and world music. The Norwegian fiddle, as
well as the experimental rock band heritage, are integrated as important elements when
the yoik meets folk music. The mood in the CD moves from meditative parts influenced by
the wide open tundra to intimate moments and fringed rocked blow outs.
